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This paper in the main is basically a brief and extrapolated version of a parent book with the same title viz: Revisiting Lies of history: Charting a New Way Forward for the World’s Peoples.  
In this paper I have basically striven more than I have ever done before (I must admit) to avoid circumlocution and to direct my probing squarely on those issues which I believe are the already generally acknowledged main problems and sources of problems that afflict underdeveloped countries of the world today.  I do not claim to be complete competent but I know one thing for sure here, that I am writing directly on behalf of the common man, the oppressed man of our underdeveloped countries who though without fault; is the one bearing the full brunt of our malady.

Justice As The Major Factor Of Development: The black hole theory of under-development
The Black Hole theory of underdevelopment in explaining the mechanism of Nigerian and African unyielding underdevelopment is articulated thus:

Definition: This is an analogical conceptualization from inter – stellar space phenomena., This theory postulates that rulership systems over basically all underdeveloped countries of the world today, are analogous to the structures of the outer space phenomena viz :Black holes, Pulsars and Quasars which   all refer to points of ultra strong gravitational pull in said deep space such that, even light is not allowed by these  powerful gravitational forces, to escape from this points. The Black hole, Pulsar or Quasar thus appears from the exterior as a complete black, thus the appellation; Black hole and so forth. 

This theory postulates that ruler-ship systems in the underdevelopment countries of the world today, are just like the gravitational forces in Black holes and so forth. And that in these said countries; it is the rulers thereof and their appendages; ever jealous, ever filled with ego, ever aware of the fact their being not qualified to occupy those positions of authority in the first place and thus , ever fearful of any citizen of their countries becoming more popular than they or any other citizen thus seeming to threaten their positions of authority; who force down and crush  development efforts from their own citizens. That it is African leaders thus for example, who have been in the main, responsible for the current underdevelopment of their continent.  Now, most African and underdeveloped nations are possessed of unmatchable human and material resources, even much more so than many of the current most industrialized nations of the world.  But the great paradox and perplexion of our world has been the yet conversely very low development status of these countries in relation to the high level of their resource deposits1.  Various explanations have sought to be proffered for this unfortunate state of affairs with both per capita income and G.N.P of these countries being among the lowest in the world2.

One of the most popular and fashionable explanations cooked up especially here in Africa to explain said continuous and perplexing underdevelopment in the face of so much incongruity in terms of resources, has been that it has been the west or as it is said “the western imperialists” who are to blame for the continuing and all defiant underdevelopment of especially the underdeveloped countries of Africa3.  They say that the western world even after pretending to grant political independence to their former colonies, continued now to strangulate these countries, and to destroy their economies so that they can become the perpetually underdeveloped countries that they are today.  They say it is the white man who (I suppose) did not execute the contracts for the building of our refineries well, who didn’t execute the contracts for the building of roads, bridges, airports, educational institutions, hospitals, textile industries etc well4. 
My submission on these claims I believe are the frankest and most ordinarily reasonable possible.  I think that the action of the current civilian regime in setting a up failed contract tribunal immediately after its coming into power in 1999 and the utterances of a couple or so of our past military heads of state in this connection, goes a long way to show that at least most of us are agreed that our decayed infrastructure and social services are largely the making of Nigerians themselves.  We shall not yet even talk of their fraudulent preference for foreign bank vaults rather than those that are indeed replete in Nigeria.”  We shall postpone treatment of this seminal topic until under another head.

But is it really the white man that has been responsible for our industrialization failure in Nigeria? 5  As said, the increasingly serious attempts by especially recent and the current Nigerian governments to set up failed contracts tribunals to challenge the high incidence of corruption and failed service delivery by mostly local contractors, help to push to the fore some of the reasons which have made such a large proportion of the populace have greater confidence in the durability and quality of foreign goods and services over their local substitutes.

So, I find it incredible from all the circumstances, an assertion that foreign power made inputs in our economies that were wired up deliberately to fail6. On the contrary, I think that we have had that benefit of western technology to copy from to advance and jump start our country, that even these western nations never had during their own processes of development7. 

So who are the real culprits here; who is the real culprit.  Is it your own brother who lives in the same house with you and that you entrust your whole life to but who turns around to betray you and stab you in the back; or the foreigner whom anyway you don’t know that well and whom you could thus not have rightly trusted completely anyway and who is rapidly pursuing his own self interest and who naturally also would all the time, not as much care what becomes of you..?8 
So I think that our own leaders must bear most of the blame for the facilitation of the slave trade. Also these same historically duplicitous African leaders are the same ones falsely masquerading as democrats today but oppressing and looting their own nations and peoples but tying America and the west’s hands with so called “operating and defending of democracy” putting the West in a deep dilemma.  But we know that there are still Godly people remaining in the West and this paper submits here and later on under Chapter 4 that America and the West cannot in the interest of world peace, allow this situation to continue.  These leaders are so selfish and wicked that they drain the foreign exchange and destroy their nations on the platter of nihilism and then, through cleverly and “intellectually” scripted ideologies (for they are most often quite intelligent) they blame the western world and say it is the West that destroyed Africa9. But, the colonial powers never stopped our lands from growing agricultural produce, also there was never any actual ban openly imposed by these constantly blamed western powers on African manufactured goods attempting to come into their markets.  There may have been trade restrictions and unfair tariff practices but we should remember that manufactured goods from the Asian tigers and other South East Asian countries have long since succeeded in penetrating the western European and U.S.A markets. 10 But in accordance with the theory of the black hole, African leaders have actually been the ones occupying vortex point in African and underdeveloped societies of the world, killing attempts at development that in turn attempts to come from outside them or their families or their cronies.  Sometimes they are generous to tribal or religious considerations.  These retrogressive forces they exert are analogically the gravitational forces existent within the black hole or pulsar or quasar in outer space. The result is that, there are no innovators and underdeveloped countries would likely remain so even forever, if nothing is done or nothing happens.  
Maybe I should have played safe and remained silent but I have chosen to speak out for posterity.  Some may even accuse me of lack of respect for African culture here, or for something in the nature of disrespect for elders.  But I repeat here as I’ve said elsewhere11, not all African culture is retrogressive and all those African leaders who have been fabricating aspects into it to support their continued cheating and defrauding of the people I warn should better stop this.  No civilized form of culture would support injustice.  And I insist that all we Africans now in the modern world of today should move with global progress and insist on only those progressive values cultural or not as our guiding principles for forging ahead12.  

CHAPTER 2; Wolves In Sheep’s Clothing: And The Making Of Terrorism

Looking at the history of the United States of America, an external observer would then be able to understand why this country is “erring on the side of freedom” today.13 

I am not here to hold brief for America, I am only here to make a case for world peace.  Modern day America is made up basically of fugitives, of immigrants; people who were struggling to be free from oppression, from bondage in their original lands.14 

What I am trying to in the main emphasize here is that, the potpourri of once severely oppressed cultures making up modern American society, are to my candid opinion and assessment, thus logically in eternal terror of authoritarianism and oppression and that was the basic initial actuation for their overwhelming choice of representative democracy – a system of government that was hitherto in the main identified with the ancient Greek city states – as the system of government which they humanly felt would best guarantee their fundamental freedoms into the foreseeable future.15  The American fear I think is that “if we grow poor, how will crisis not be rampant in our society, how will fundamental freedoms hitherto present, continue to be guaranteed, how shall our citizens survive against the oppressor neighboring country?  But also I guess: “how will those people in the world that depend on us to guarantee their own freedoms, survive, including those that use our land as reference point for freedom?”  
These arguments may not altogether be out of point in an increasingly strong eat the weak world.16   Really, I don’t just think Americans and Europeans are against other cultures or religions per se.  For instance, didn’t the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) succeed in stopping the open, indiscriminate rendering of Christian prayer in United States public schools without regard to the divergent religious leanings of the students therein, by employment of the United States judicial process?17  So, I don’t think that the motives of the Western world towards especially the peoples of Africa, have been completely evil.  What about all the private American, British and European citizens who have operated and are still operating in their thousands, Non Governmental and private activities that are helping members of the human race almost exclusively in the developing nations?  For example in my country, the compassion of a European missionary like Mary Slessor from Britain in bringing about the stopping of the gruesome traditional practice of murdering twins in the Calabar area of Nigeria in the early part of the twentieth century, cannot be faulted18 But what we have today is quite another thing altogether, it has not been as simple as that and indeed is still not as simple as that today on the world stage.  Anti-Americanism, even anti – Western sentiments  resulting terrorism are still currently in the world and indeed seemingly ever increasingly present as blood letting continues unceasingly in the Persian Gulf and Middle East.19  
So still relatively, and in connection to my earlier extensive arguments; what the ruling class of most developing countries do is that; they murderously exploit their masses and blame it on the West and America.  As I said earlier many of them are very evilly clever, so they employ other weapons like religion and difference in culture to continue to get away with their fraudulent, evil plots.20 

CHAPTER 3:  “Is Reparations Justified?”

All known works even by Africans on the mode of prosecution of the heinous trans-atlantic slave trade, are to the effect that practically all the actual slave catching, capturing and raiding, was carried out by the African chiefs, tribes men and African soldiers and that European slave purchasers usually only remained at the coastal areas and remaining here with the ammunition, salt, cloth and other goods that they would have brought for exchange for the African human cargo which equally would have been captured in readiness either through war or slave raiding by the unfortunate slaves’ own said black brethren the African Chiefs and elite and other African elements.21  As you may have noticed, the major thrust of this book is that: rather than continuing foolishly to advocate for the removal of the speck in the other man’s eye, Africa and other under developing countries of the world, should first of all remove the log from their own eye.  
The fact is that from all accounts, the money looted from African treasuries in modern times by African leaders, is about the same in amount as the money being asked for from America, Britain and other Western countries.22  Also to start with, evidence abounds that slave trade or no slave trade, some African countries for example Nigeria, were considerably richer by every indicator in the early sixties and here, just after our independence then from Britain than most of the today industrialized Asian tigers of South east Asia.23  Further, I told you that there is no single reported mass organized war of resistance by any African kingdom or any African chief specifically against the prosecution of the slave trade.  Well the situation indeed was that those who could have effectively organized such resistance, those who for instance had massed armies under their command, were themselves instead, busy raking in the proceeds of this terrible trade.24  Also the development gap between Africa and Europe at the beginning of the slave trade did not change astronomically during the slave trade; it was rather the industrial revolution of Europe and America that started widening astronomically, the today seemingly unbridgeable developmental gap between Africa and the West.  And even reparationists agree that the slave trade stopped as the industrial revolution progressed.25 
CHAPTER 4; Conclusion And Recommendations
In our underdeveloped countries of the world, development in almost all cases is held hostage by elements from within.  Currently thus, it is an obnoxious, un-progressive and indeed anti progressive hierarchical social structure of not necessarily of the best of our societies, that holds sway.26   I mean I am sure of the fact that you know that everywhere, charlatanism would be the rule, because at the head of almost every organization and government parastatal in such a country, it would have to be a boot licker rather than a capable person (by the fiat of such a country’s government and system) so that as said, the interest of the ruling status quo would be necessarily maintained; this is even if such heads of the societal hierarchical model are from all ordinary indications, “dunder - heads” (or incapable).  So the result today in such countries is that you have lawyers who cannot write correct letters. 
This theory contemplates that: Africa and the third world has remained so uncompromisingly underdeveloped because these countries have remained so unfortunately multi fragmented in our connection here in psyche, thus there is no singular loyalty to the notion of singular goal of success as obtains as I commented earlier with the United States of America. That is another reason why it is so hard for development and innovation to come out of African children and can only blossom if they can escape abroad into a freer culture environment.
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
